Climate Masters At Home is a community program helping people to reduce their personal greenhouse gas emissions.  Climate Master Volunteers go through a 10-week training class, learning from local experts how to reduce their personal emissions, and how to work with others to share what they have learned. Climate Master trainees “pay back” some of the costs of the training by volunteering at least 30 hours for the program. Volunteer outreach includes a variety of activities, most notably free home greenhouse gas emissions consultations throughout Lane County. Volunteers visit homes offering easy, low cost tips and free energy saving devices that can cut energy and fuel bills and emissions immediately, like compact florescent light bulbs and easy to install insulation and power strips, donated by Jerry’s Home Improvement Center. Homes that receive consultations are reducing their energy use by roughly 12%.  Are you interested in receiving a home climate consultation? No catch, and no cost to you. In fact, you’re likely to learn ways save money by making some simple changes. Sign up for a free household climate consultation on the signup sheet going around!
